DECISION DELIVERED BY A. CHRISTOU AND ORDER OF THE BOARD


This Pre-hearing Conference (PHC) relating to the appeals to the Rural Hamilton Official Plan (“Rural OP”) took place on October 24, 2011 and is one of a series of hearings to deal with procedural matters (stemming from the March 24, 2011 Board Decision).  It was specifically geared to Groups 1, 3 and 9.  The purpose of this hearing was to set hearing dates for the remaining outstanding issues not resolved by the settlement and Motion Decision of June 28, 2011.

At the start of the hearing, Ms Wice, Counsel for the City, advised the Board that the Parties had agreed on a Procedural Order (PO), but small changes are needed to be made before filing it with the Board.

On consent, the Parties request the Board to set a further one day PHC for March 1, 2012, to allow time for the Parties to resolve issues and advise the Board.  If everything is resolved on time, the PHC could be converted to a TCC if an appearance is not necessary.


Further, on consent, the Parties requested the Board to set aside 10 hearing days starting April 30, 2012, to deal with any remaining issues for Groups 1, 3 and 9, except for Appendix C – Aggregate Mapping, which is currently in discussions.

DISPOSITION


The Board sets the following: 
1. A PHC will be held on March 1, 2012, at 10:00 a.m., at the McMaster Learning Centre, OMB Hearing Room #6, 50 Main St. E., Hamilton, ON.  If everything is resolved on time, the PHC could be converted to a TCC if an appearance is not necessary.  The City is to advise the Board and the Parties accordingly.
2. The full hearing for 10 days for Groups 1, 3 and 9 will commence on April 30, 2012, at 10:00 a.m., at the McMaster Learning Centre, OMB Hearing Room #6, 50 Main St. E., Hamilton, ON.

No further Notice is required for the above hearings.
This Member is not ceased but will continue to case manage this matter subject to the requirements of the Board’s calendar.
