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MEMORANDUM OF ORAL DECISION DELIVERED BY STEVEN STEFANKO ON MAY 27, 2014 AND ORDER OF THE BOARD
[1] Official Plan Amendment 31 (“OPA 31”) was adopted by the Municipality’s Council on July 24, 2013 and subsequently approved by County Council on October 22, 2013. The purpose of this amendment is to re-designate approximately 16.2 hectares of land, owned by the Appellants, from Hamlet to Agriculture.
[2] In addition, Zoning By-law Amendment 2013-070 (“ZBA 070”) was passed to implement OPA 31.
[3]  The Appellants appealed (“Appeals”) both OPA 31 and ZBA 070 to the Ontario Municipal Board.
[4] At the commencement of this proceeding I was advised that the Parties have resolved their differences and have entered into Minutes of Settlement (“MOS”) which are annexed hereto as Attachment 1. The MOS contemplate the appeal of OPA 31 being dismissed and a revised zoning by-law (“Agreed Upon By-law”) being approved. The Agreed Upon By-law is appended to and thereby incorporated in the MOS.
[5] Benjamin Puzanov, a planner with the County, provided uncontested expert land use testimony in support of the agreement reached. In his opinion, the Agreed Upon By-law conforms with the County and the Municipality Official Plans, is consistent with the 2005 and 2014 Provincial Policy Statements and represents good planning.
[6] Based on Mr. Puzanov’s opinion, the submissions of counsel and the MOS, it is ordered that:

(a) The Agreed Upon By-law is hereby approved and the Municipality’s Comprehensive Zoning By-law Number 2005-005 is thereby amended accordingly; and
(b) The appeal of OPA 31 is dismissed.
