MEMORANDUM OF ORAL DECISION DELIVERED BY J. V. ZUIDEMA ON OCTOBER 21, 2016 
INTRODUCTION

[1] A Motion was held to address partial approval of the City of Hamilton’s (“City”) Official Plan Amendment 17 (“OPA 17”) for specific properties.  There were no Responses filed and as such, I had the uncontested evidence of Planner Colin Chung who filed an Affidavit in support of the Motion.

[2] The City was in attendance and supported the Motion.
a. Given these circumstances, I provided an oral decision granting the Motion as articulated in the motion materials.  Therefore the Board orders that the Motion is granted and OPA 17 is modified, and as modified, is approved only in connection the following properties:
