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MEMORANDUM OF ORAL DECISION DELIVERED BY M. A. SILLS ON AUGUST 23, 2017 AND ORDER OF THE BOARD
[1] This was the second pre-hearing conference (“PHC”) involving appeals of the passing of Zoning By-law Amendment No. 2016-61 (“By-law No. 2016-61”) by the Council of the Township of North Kawartha (the “Township”).   
[2] By-law No. 2016-61 amends Township comprehensive Zoning By-law No. 26-2013 (“By-law No. 26-2013”) by establishing zone regulations in lake and shoreline areas in a manner consistent with the County of Peterborough Official Plan. 
[3] By-law No. 26-2013, passed on March 5, 2013, was also appealed by Ambrose Moran and Barry Glaspell.  That matter has been joined with the current appeal.  
[4] Mr. Ewart provided an update in regard to what has occurred since the past PHC.  In this respect, settlement discussions have taken place, but the parties have not been able to reach a full consensus.  The parties expressed an interest in Board mediation services at the first PHC, and would like to now pursue that.  Therefore, with the consent of all parties, Mr. Ewart will submit the necessary application for Board-led mediation.  The parties further consent to attend at the Board offices for the purpose of mediation, if necessary.  
[5] Participant Evan Rodgers indicated he too is interested in being involved in the mediation; more so, if it was held locally.  The Board advised Mr. Rogers that while participants are not necessarily entitled to participate in the mediation, he could make his request to the assigned mediator.   
[6] With mediation in mind, it is now important to finalize the Issues Lists.  In that respect, the parties are directed to provide to Mr. Ewart their issues list by no later than September 25, 2017.  
[7] At the request of the parties, another PHC for the purpose of finalizing the Procedural Order and any related matters has been scheduled for Friday, October 20, 2017 beginning at 10 a.m. at:
