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DECISION DELIVERED BY HUGH S. WILKINS AND DOUGLAS A. JOYNER AND ORDER OF THE TRIBUNAL
[1] 1985632 Ontario Inc. (“Appellant”) applied for a zoning by-law amendment to facilitate proposed severances and residential development at 15353 Plover Mills Road (“subject property”).  The Council of the Municipality of Middlesex Centre (“Council”) refused the application and the Appellant appealed the Council’s decision under s. 34(11) of the Planning Act to the Tribunal.  The Appellant has also appealed associated Council decisions refusing Consent applications for the subject property.  Those proceedings are in Tribunal Case Nos. PL190118, PL190119, and PL190120 and are not presently before this panel of the Tribunal.

[2] The Tribunal held a Case Management Conference (“CMC”) for this proceeding on October 9, 2019.  At the CMC, the Parties informed the Tribunal that they had reached a tentative settlement of all of the appeals pending confirmation from Council. The Parties requested that the Tribunal schedule a settlement hearing to be held by Telephone Conference Call (“TCC”) at which the proposed settlement of the zoning by-law amendment appeal would be presented to the Tribunal.  The Parties agreed that should the proposed settlement not be confirmed by Council, the TCC could be used as a continuation of the CMC at which a draft Procedural Order could be finalized and hearing dates set. 
 

[3] The Tribunal received no requests for status at the CMC.

[4] The Tribunal directed that a settlement hearing TCC would be held on November 28, 2019. 

[5] On November 27, 2019, the Parties informed the Tribunal that the Consent proceedings in Tribunal Case Nos. PL190118, PL190119, and PL190120 have also been tentatively settled.  The Parties requested, and the Tribunal granted, an adjournment of the settlement hearing in this proceeding to allow time for notice to be given of the hearing of the associated Consent proceedings in Tribunal Case Nos. PL190118, PL190119, and PL190120.  This adjournment facilitates the holding of a global settlement hearing to address the settlement of this and all of the associated proceedings at the same time, or one after the other.

[6] The Tribunal directs that the Parties coordinate with the Case Coordinator to schedule a settlement hearing by TCC at which the proposed settlement of this and all of the associated proceedings may be addressed.
